Introduction by Michael Sheridan, architect and expert in Nordic Modernism and featured in the documentary, LIFE BY DESIGN.

LIFE BY DESIGN tells the story of Danish design and how it evolved from the “Golden Age” of the 1950s and 1960s through the present day, while still remaining true to its core characteristics of authenticity, soundness and quality.

 

The film utilizes rare archival film footage of Hans Wegner, Poul Kjaerholm and Arne Jacobsen, the first generation of Danish designers to combine traditional craftsmanship with the Modernist shapes and ideas that were sweeping across Europe in the aftermath of the Second World War. It traces the rise of “Danish Modern” in the United States (including the chair that JFK made famous), its subsequent fall and the resurgence of interest sparked by the use of Danish pieces to furnish the freshly renovated Museum of Modern Art in 2004. Concluding the film are members of the exciting new generation of Danish designers who are striving to find the balance between maintaining their identity as Danish designers, while also participating in the global design community.

 

The documentary is executive produced by Kim Nielsen, founder dkVogue, the largest Danish-only furniture showrooms in the United States, produced by Judith Fernando and co-directed by award-winning filmmaker, Paul Alexander Juutilainen and Danish freelance journalist, Kent Dahl.  Juutilainen’s past credits include the award-winning Herbert’s Hippopotamus, his first feature documentary about the life of philosopher and writer Herbert Marcuse.
